3) Copy of 
a) a letter of acceptance from the institution you wish to attend

b) a statement regarding financial aid from the institution you wish to attend.

4) A one page explanation and justification of your budget, not including tuition.

5) A one to three page essay which addresses the following questions:

· What motivates you to seek a life in religious leadership?  What factors have led you to this point?

· What are your aspirations after you complete your studies?

6) Two letters of recommendation should be submitted on your behalf by people who know you well.  Forms for these letters are attached.
