FIVE MISTAKES NEW GRADUATES MAKE





Fresh out of school and looking for that perfect job?  It’s a tough market out there, and the competition is rough.  While you’re honing your interview skills and perfecting your resume, be sure to avoid making some of these common mistakes posted on the GradResumes.com website:


  


1. Allowing "helicopter parents" to contact employers. Even if you're one of those Millennials who routinely involve one or both parents in every aspect of your life, your job search is one time when you should ask your folks to back off. 





2. MySpace misjudgments. Employers will Google you, so make sure your online act is squeaky-clean.





3. Failure to network. "You may think you don't know anyone of consequence, but if you sit down and draw up a list of everyone you know, you may be impressed at how wide your network really is," consultant Anna Ivey notes. Include your friends' parents and your parents' friends: "Each one of them in turn has a network." 





4. Forgetting to say a simple "thank you." "When someone goes out of his or her way to help you, send a short e-mail expressing your gratitude and promising to stay in touch," Ivey says. 





5. Bad voice-mail greetings. Ivey says that 90% of the greetings she hears when she calls new grads sound "immature and much too casual. Make sure to give recruiters your cell phone number so they can reach you easily, but remember to change your greeting."
