-additional lot at Norris Hall next summer
the committee discussed the new parking lot going in just north of Norris Hall.  The committee was okay with the lot going in next summer.  One of the committee members mentioned a burm being built on the northwest side of the lot to keep vehicle lights from shining in the houses at that location.  Another committee member was concerned that the lights from the lot not be such that the light would shine in the houses at that location.

 

-Leslie Gregg Jolly, Carolyn Bosse, Stephanie Peterson, Vida Praitis & Nancy Rempel Clower letter
a copy of a letter received from the above college faculty/staff members was read.  The letter was requesting that the committee reconsider its stance on the single parking permit being issued.  The committee members discussed the letter and stated that at this time they wanted to stay with the single parking permit being issued to each employee.  Some of the committee members explained that they face some of the same problems that the letter points out; however,  they wanted to stay with the route of the one permit it this time.

 

-additional spaces at Cooper Lot 20 more spaces in summer 
there will be 20  more spaces added to the Cooper Street lot this summer on the southern edge of the lot  .  The committee had no problem with this.   When the new Campus Center is built there may be an additional 34 spaces added to the lot also.

 

-repositional tags
the security department may look into purchasing repositional tags for vehicles.   This is the new thing out there with parking permits.  This will be looked into.

 

-change from 60 or 30 days to appeal tickets to 10 days to appeal
-reduce fine by $5 if paid with 10 days
-increase fine if arrangement or not made to pay after 10 days
the committee decided that the appeals and payment period could be shortened to 10 days.  In addition if a person pays his ticket within the 10 days his fine will be reduced to $5.00.   If a person pays his ticket within a period of 10-20days his fine is what is written on the ticket.  If the person pays his ticket after 20 days his fine will go up $5.00.

 

 

-forgiving 1st offenses
Briscoe mentioned that he usually works with a person on their 1st ticket and waives it if the person appealing requests it.

 

-waiving visitor ticket 1st time
Visitors tickets are usually waived on their 1st offense

 

-Registration section in parking regulations being removed.
Currently the parking regulations reads that students that have cars have to register their vehicle regardless of whether they park on campus or not.  This is to be removed from the parking regulations and only students who park on campus will be required to have a parking permit.

 

-parking permit refunds
two weeks after a student buys a parking permit the permit can no longer be returned nor refunded unless for reasons of illness, leaving school or study abroad the second semester.   If the refund is requested into the second semester their will be no refunds.  To purchase a student permit is $50.

 

-parementer parking for the campus
the idea of just having perimeter parking for the campus was discussed.  It was pointed out that the only place for this type of parking would be north of the athletic fields and we would have to have a shuttle service back to campus.   There was concern about this type of parking causing parking lots to be built over near neighborhoods and community members may not like this.

 

-campus center parking and when campus center built putting in 34 spaces in cooper lot
the committee talked about when the campus center is built 34 additional parking spaces going in the Cooper lot for people to park.  There will probably be no faculty/staff/student parking at the Campus Center. The committee talked about the Cooper lot being turned completely into a student lot at that time and a new lot going in where the old Student Health Center use to be and that lot being completely faculty/staff.

This discussion was tabled and will be brought up at the next meeting.

 

-any other things to discuss
the committee talked about turning all the parking on 10th Avenue into student parking once the Campus Center is built.

 

-Freshman not be allowed to park on campus
the committee talked about the idea of freshman not being allowed to park on campus.  One of the committee members mentioned that at one school the admission department said that perspectives indicated that if they could not park on campus that they would probably attend another college.  

 

 

-Credit based parking for students
the committee briefly talked about a credit system that would allow different students to buy a parking permit.   The students with more credit hours would be at the top of the list to buy the permits and the student with the less credit hours would be at the bottom of the list to purchase a permit if spaces were available.

 

-New Visitor/Faculty/Staff  lot at the corner of 6th/ Park Street, southside
it was brought up about the idea of adding a parking lot at the corner of 6th/Park Street for visitors/faculty/staff.  This lot would serve the needs of the Crystal Center visitors and Bucksbaum events also.  It was brought up that this lot may not be able to be turned into a parking lot because of restrictions on its use.  This is unknown.

 

-Reconsider the parking lot going in at the old Student Health Center site.
The committee talked about this lot still going in and this being made a faculty/staff lot when the Campus Center goes in.   The lots along 10th Street by Cowles hall would all be turned into student parking at that time along with the Cooper Street lot.

 

-5th/Park Street Lot being a long term parking area
the committee talked about turning the green space areas at the corner of 5th/Park Street into a long term parking areas for students/faculty and staff to park in.  Students would be encourage to park in the area if they are going to park long term.  

 

-Long Term parking out by the FM Building on 6th Avenue
it was briefly talked about the college purchasing property out by the FM building on 6th Avenue and turning some of the parking into covered long term parking at that location.  Maybe purchasing the building right behind the FM building to the north.

 

-Windsor House Lot
presently the Windsor House lot has faculty/staff and visitor parking.   There are about 4 spaces to the south end of the lot that are not marked.  These spots use to be for students to park in but the sign is now gone and students do not live over in that area anymore.   The committee recommends that the faculty/staff sign be extended on south in the lot and cover the spaces in question.

 

-more parking around the Bucksbaum Center
one of the committee members brought up the need for more parking around the Bucksbaum Center for events in that area.

 

-8th Street at East Street on eastward
the city is going to change the parking on 8th street between East Street and Elm Street.  Currently the parking alternates for parking on the south or north side on different days.  The city is going to change this so parking will only be on the south side of the street and there will be a yellow curb painted from the intersection back about 40 feet where cars will be able to park.

 

 

-Cowles Hall parking lot space lining
a committee member brought up that the parking lot lines in the Cowles Hall lot is not all that good and has probably faded over time.   Briscoe will bring this up with FM.

 

-Snow Emergencies
the Grinnell pd usually sends the campus security department a notice whenever a snow emergency is declared.   The Security department usually sends out a notice to the campus when the emergency is in effect.    The snow season is in effect and the Security Department will probably send everyone a reminder about the upcoming snow ordinance.
