Campus Parking Committee Meeting
April 15th, 2005, Noon

FM Building

Members Present:  Steve Briscoe,   Tim Sittig,  Pam Poynter,  Les Ollinger,  Lyle Bauman, Paul Munyon,  Ellen Gibson,

-Briscoe mentioned about the plans to add lots this summer,  north of  Norris Hall,  extending the Security Lot to the south and converting the old tennis courts to a temporary lot.  He further mentioned that nothing will be done with the Cooper lot this summer.

-Bauman ask about the possibility of the lot still going in on the eastside of the PEC extending south.  This had been talked about in the committee on prior occasions.  In addition it was brought up as to what was going to be done with the PEC.  Is it possible to convert the PEC track area into a two story parking garage?  Briscoe stated he will check with Vice President,  Jonathan  Brand on this.

-Briscoe mentioned that he is working on next years parking regulations for approval by the committee and will get it out soon.

-Briscoe mentioned that as far as he knows there will be  no parking added when the New Campus Center is built.   There will be parking spaces added to the Cooper Street lot for this.   The committee has concerns about this and Munyon wanted to know if there was any fall back plans for people to park near the center for employees who work at night.   Munyon mentioned that maybe some type of color coded parking for only staff working at the Campus Center could be developed.  The Committee talked further about asking the administration to look into putting in a parking lot for the New Campus Center.  Briscoe will talk with Vice President Jonathan Brand concerning this.  Bauman ask how many people will be needed for people to park in the Campus Center area.  Briscoe  maybe Jonathan Brand had this info or it was on the Parking Homepage from when Brand was holding parking meetings two years ago.
-Bauman wanted to know if there was anymore mention of long term parking/gated,  off campus out by the FM building or by Mansanto on 6th avenue.  Briscoe mentioned that maybe the lot could be camera monitored or card swipe.  In addition it was mentioned that maybe security could shuttle  people to the campus from the lot.  Briscoe mentioned that this could be done but he would have the monitor the number of shuttles provided so that this does not get to be to time consuming and taking a lot of manpower.

-Gibson mentioned that she feels that student parking has been fairly okay.

-Poynter wondered about her suggestion some time back about turning Park Street into a one way street.   Sittig mentioned that there was some 15 vehicles towed from that area for violations over Spring Break.  Poynter also mentioned that she feels that we need more parking for the Admission Office to have people coming to the campus to park in.
-Chavez mentioned that a college she had been at recently had built a large parking structure underground..  It was Stanford medical center that did the 4-story underground structure with a “meadow” on top for esthetic reasons.
 
- Briscoe also mentioned that he attended our regions Midwest parking meeting in St Louis some time back and a lot of colleges there were talking about parking garages.   Briscoe mentioned that the garages seem to pay for themselves and make money.  

-It was mentioned that more people are feeling that the college is forcing more cars to park over into the neighborhoods with its current parking plans.  
-Briscoe mentioned that he would invite Vice President Brand to the next parking meeting to answer questions that the committee had.  Briscoe will check into this.
Next parking meeting will be May 3rd, Noon at the FM Building on 6th Avenue.  Vice President Jonathan Brand will attend.
