Campus Parking  Committee Meeting
May 3, 2005

FM Building

Members present:  Steve Briscoe, Amy Coleman, Pam Poynter, Tim Sittig, 
-Vice President Jonathan Brand was present and talked about the following area:

In regards to expanding the PEC lot- Brand state that there are some right-0f-way issues with RR tracks as they relate to the parking to the east of the PEC.   Also,  at the time that the PEC is eventually demolished, one could consider a larger parking lot on that site to accommodate both central campus events/facilities and events north of 10th Avenue.
Concerning the parking for the Campus Center Brand explained that when the Campus Center is complete we can consider expanding the Cooper School lot in addition to the Forum Lot.   This is something the Parking Committee would have to consider.

In addition there will be parking for people at the Loose Hall lot,  East Street lot, Mears Lot, PEC Lot and the Security Department lot will be expanded also.   Brand explained that he feels that the Loose Hall lot should probably be turned into a 24/7 lot for faculty/staff, so that Dining Hall employees can park there at night.  Brand stated that the reality of the situation is that there will be parking for people, however, they may have to walk further to get to where they want to go.
Concerning additional parking by the New Athletic Facility Brand explained that the temporary old tennis court area will provide (49 spaces) some additional parking for that area for f/s and visitors and when the Athletic Center is finished there will be 35 additional parking spaces just to the north of the building where the old football field lot use to be.

It was also mentioned that in the area of Windsor house there is space to expand the lot there to the south in the future if needed.

It was brought up about turning Park Street into a one way street.   Brand pointed out that the street belongs to the city.  In addition the city is now doing away with the one way streets down town.

In regards to a Parking Garage being built on campus Brand pointed out that he did not think the upper Administration supported this and would rather see surface lots instead of going the parking garage route.

Parking along 10th Street-Brand pointed out in the long run he feels that all the head in parking on 10th Street should be turned into student parking.  In addition he pointed out that the new Norris  Hall parking lot will be built for students in the near future and will give additional parking in that area.
Long Term Parking by FM-  Brand pointed out that at the present time there is no place to put long term parking out by FM.  He further pointed out that we probably don’t want students to park a long distance from campus and have to walk to get their vehicles when they want to go shopping and places like that.

Other areas talked about by committee members---

It was brought up that the East Street student parking could be turned into F/S parking when the New Campus Center is built.   The Cooper Street lot could be expanded for more student parking to compensate for the spaces being lost on East Street.  That way employees walking from the new  Campus Center could walk through the loggia area and out to their cars at night.   There was some concern about moving the student parking area.

It was brought up about students being concerned about parking long term on 10th in areas that have no sign designating no parking.  However,  city ordinance does designate the area as no parking.  Briscoe talked about possibly adding a section onto the campus parking regulations covering city street parking in the campus area.

Briscoe will be finishing the 2005-2006 campus parking regulations and sending them out to everyone for approval soon.
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
