The dissertation examines texts from this century which blend elements of fictional, critical, and historiographical narrative techniques.  I choose four texts as case studies representing various constellations in this blend:  Rilke's Worpswede, Broch's Die Schlafwandler, Grass' Aus dem Tagebuch einer Schnecke, and Peter Bürger's Die Tränen des Odysseus. The thesis demonstrates a development in German literature toward the dissolution of generic conventions traditionally separating these discourses.
